Dear Colleagues, Students and Friends of the Libraries

July 2018 marked my second year
as University Librarian and | am
pleased to share this year’s
annual report with you. We
continue to demonstrate our
commitment to supporting the
mission and strategic plan of NJIT
and to building a critical
foundation in support of students’
educational success and faculty
scholarly research.

The Gen Z students, born between
1997 and 2012, do not want the
same college experience as their
Millennial predecessors did. They
grew up with the internet, have
more tools at their disposal, and
will use them to prepare for
college. These tools provide for
them the powers to be selective in
identifying the college they want to
attend. Gen Z cares about their
academic performance and will
use technology to enhance their
learning from inside and outside
the classroom. We have
articulated the value of the NJIT
libraries by supporting our
students’ success as addressed in
the 2020 Vision: A Strategic Plan

for NJIT.

The study, “The Impact of
Academic Library Resources on
Undergraduates’ Degree
Completion”, indicated that use of
academic libraries could greatly
impact on student outcomes. This
signifies positively for the
thousands of students who use
the NJIT libraries each day. It also
means the library staff must
continue to ensure our core
services meet the students’
expectations and needs and that

we are prepared to support them
throughout their academic
careers.

To ensure that we are fulfilling our
core objectives, we distributed a
survey about the satisfaction and
importance of the libraries’
resources and services to
undergraduate and graduate
students. The data indicated that
the libraries are important to our
students and overall they were
highly satisfied with our current
resources and services.

Among our accomplishments this
year, we launched an institutional
repository to archive and
disseminate NJIT's intellectual
output. We implemented a new 7-
day extended hours schedule for
final exams; saved NJIT students
close to $175,000 through the
Open & Affordable Textbook
project; established a Digital
Scholarship lab with virtual reality
and spatial analysis tools to
support research through
engagement with digital
technologijes; continued to
improve the Digital Archives of
Newark Architecture which was
featured as “the most
comprehensive digjtal
documentation of Newark’s
architecture” in the ARLIS:
Multimedia & Technology Review.
We also created a new learning
space that is technologically
enhanced, allowing students to
work collaboratively with one
another outside the classroom.

We are not done. We have plans
for FY2019 - including the
implementation of a new library

management system to further
improve access to our virtual and
print resources and make them
much easier to find.

We promoted Haymwantee Singh
to Associate University Librarian for
Digital Services; welcomed four
new staff, Joanne Dera as Science
& Engineering Librarian, Margaret
Oluwanifise as Electronic
Resources Librarian, Richard
Donegan as Evening Library
Supervisor, and Aimee Calderon as
Library Assistant for Interlibrary
Loan. Bruce Slutsky, our Technical
Reference Librarian, retired after
25 years of outstanding service to
the NJIT community.

We look forward to continuing our
partnership with the academic and
administrative NJIT units and
enhancing student learning, faculty
research, and preparation for
lifelong success. As always, |
welcome your feedback.

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Open And Affordable Textbook Initiative

The Open and Affordable Textbook (OAT) initiative encourages NJIT faculty to redesign their course curriculum with free open educational
resources (OER) or low-cost textbook options in order to increase affordability for students. The OAT initiative is supported by the Provost
and the Institute for Teaching Excellence. Librarians and instructional designers from the Office of Digital Learning provide assistance to
interested faculty through financial awards, research help, and technology support to enhance the classroom experience using OER.

During academic year 2017-2018, twelve faculty received awards to implement open educational resources (OER). Awardees redesigned
thirteen courses using high-quality open textbooks and OER in place of the required, proprietary course textbooks. The redesigned curricula
has thus far impacted over 1,800 students and resulted in total savings in excess of $174,000. View a complete list of awardees and their

Speakers from the Open Textbook Network (OTN) presented a full-day
workshop on campus on February 28, 2018. Student participants openly
discussed how the increasing costs of textbooks affected their learning
open TQthOOk experiences at NJIT and learned how to become OER advocates on campus.
‘ Network Librarians and instructional designers discussed ways to promote open
textbooks and engage instructors to consider OER, while interested faculty
learned about high-quality open

textbooks available and how they could be implemented to benefit student learning and
pedagogical practice.

The OAT initiative promises to build on this year’s success and knowledge gained from the recent
OTN workshop. Librarians collaborated with the NJIT Student Senate to engage STEM faculty to
further investigate using OER in the classroom.

The university library is pleased to an-
nounce the launch of “Digital Commons @
NJIT” (https://digitalcommons.njit.edu) an
Institutional Repository (IR), hosted by
bepress. Digital Commons is described as
the only comprehensive showcase that
lets institutions publish, manage, and in-
crease recognition for everything produced
on campus—and the only institutional re-
pository and publishing platform that inte-
grates with a full faculty research and im-
pact suite. The goal is for Digital Commons
@ NJIT to be the place to store and dis-
seminate the output of the institution in-
cluding: faculty publications, technical
reports, annual reports, documents of
historical and social interest to the NJIT
community and more. Building a robust
collection of academic research in Digital
Commons will be a key component to
meeting the goal of Vision 2020 to
“communicate NJIT researcher accom-
plishments in obtaining grants and fellow-
ships, publishing research results and
delivering significant research outcomes.

”

Digital Commons went live with a soft
launch in April 2018. The first collections
uploaded were the 2900+ theses and
dissertations (ETDs) migrated from our

By using Digital Commons, powered by
bepress, we partner with a company start-
ed by academics that has nearly 20 years
of experience supporting digital scholarly
communication and publishing. We join
more than 500 other institutions whose
research can be discovered via the Digital
Commons Network, a discovery tool for all
Digital Commons sites that brings togeth-
er free, full-text scholarly articles from
other universities and colleges worldwide.

Ebook Collection

The ebook collection continues to
provide a valuable and unique
approach to access electronic books.
These e-titles can be read online or
downloaded to an eReader that
supports Adobe Digital Editions for
anytime-anywhere offline use. E-titles
can also be downloaded to devices like
the iPad or iPhone using the Bluefire
applications. The ebook collection
contains 185,262 ebooks from leading
publishers.

FY2017. The average cost to purchase an ebook
was $194 compared to $123 in FY2017. The
library would have to spend approximately
$599,848 of the overall materials budget if we
had to purchase all the unique ebook accessed
(3,092) using the average price ($194) per title.
More than 116,787 pages were read from
8,801 ebooks accessed through the ProQuest
ebook PDA program.

The patron-driven acquisitions (PDA)
model continued to drive the selection of
electronic books accessed and purchased.
New PDA ebooks are added monthly using
a customized collection development
profile by NJIT librarians. PDA includes
ebooks tailored to course curriculums and
anticipated demand by library patrons.
PDA continues to be a valuable tool

augmenting the library’s book collection
development strategy.

The ProQuest expenditure for the patron
driven acquisitions was $23,919 with
$15,534 from loans, $6,163 from auto-
purchases, and $2,221 from direct
purchases. The average cost to borrow an
ebook was $25 compared to $24 in

students and faculty. During FY2018 the
university library spent $142,186 of the
overall materials budget to purchase

students. The students want the library to
continue purchasing books in electronic (73%)
and print (63%) formats that are specific to
their curriculum.

During the Fall 2017 semester, the
librarian team distributed a detailed
survey about library resources to both
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Reference Services and Instruction

The Reference Librarians are educators
who connect NJIT student, faculty and
staff researchers to library and web
resources and services, and provide
classroom and online instruction as well
as individual consultations on research.
In their continued focus on information
literacy they taught formally and
informally. They revised some old classes
and developed some new ones, including
a new curriculum about “Fake News”
lauded by students in HUM and IS
courses. They created an ongoing
intervention for FED 101, approved by the
NCE Dean. New curricula were created for

Dr. Washington (CET 413) and Dr.
Dobiszewski (STS 205 Honors). One third
of the students who worked with a librarian
in STS 205H received NJIT funding awards
for summer research.

The librarians supported the OAT effort by
helping individual faculty members locate
affordable materials for their courses. They
also re-established a new ‘casual reading’
collection since many students ask for
outside reading when they want to take a
break from their required studies. They
improved chat and FAQ services. They
refreshed their online self-help tools, the
Research Guides. They
helped younger kids learn

Interlibrary Loan and Document Delivery

While the NJIT electronic and print
collections are substantial, we cannot
own all published material. Our
Interlibrary Loan system fills that gap
and obtains materials on loan from
other libraries throughout the United
States and abroad. Our dedicated and
efficient Interlibrary Loan staff
continued to quickly and accurately
deliver articles and books requested by
the NJIT community throughout the
year. Major changes this year included
new staff member Aimee Calderon,
who joined the library staff in
September 2017 as a Library Assistant
Il

In addition, we now have a new
delivery company, TForce, which
provides quick delivery of print books

borrowed from other libraries who are
members of the LibraryLinkNJ network.
We recorded the following statistics in
FY2018:
